venient:ly locat:ed. There is even a stool for us short: people!

Quar'Cerlies from genealogic:Ll soc~et:ies around the country are also available, but 
there may not be complete set:s. ''Tree Talks" is here, as well as 'The New England Genea­
logical and Historical Society Qua,rt:erly" to cite tv.o. 

The Mayflower Indexes, Burke's "Peerage", and assort:ed indexes for other hereclitary 
socie'l:ies, such as the Nat:ional Societ:y of the Sons and Dau",crhters o f the Pilgrims; 
Founders and Patriots; and the Daugbt:ers of the American Revolut:ion, are here (none are 
complet:e set:s ) . Write for informat:ion if you need this , material. The twelve volumes of 
Munsell's books are here; as well as Savage' s "~nealogical Dict:iona~" of New England"; an 
and Stillwell's ':mstorical and Genealogical Miscellany". They have the Michigan Hist:oric 
Collect:ion books which I'd pre'liously found only in the State archives. 

Census records for Michigan are ccmplete, as well as all censuses referring to Midland 
Count:y. .They are stored in a met:al file cabinet: on the far wall.

The Midland Stake is located not far from the Dow Library at 1700 West SU!!!let St. in 
Midland. It is a pleasant and well-appointed library with many microfilm and microfiche 
reaaers. It services the area from Bay City through Oscoda and up to Sault Ste. Alarie 
with branch libraries in Traverse City and Mt. Pleasant which will be e.'<panding their 
facilities in January, 1987. 

It offers forms and c~s for sale if you need them. 
The IGI (International C~nealogical Index) 1984 edition and the Accelerated Census 

Inde.'( are excellent tools for research. 
Films may be ordered frem the main library in Salt Lake City for a ncminal fee. Micro­

fiche listings of their holdings are available.

The 
library does not have copy tacllities.

Parking at the Midland Coun"ty Col1rthouse is loc:ned in the church parking 101: one block 
away fron the building or at metered parking on the adjacem stree1:s. Do not use parking 
facilities at any other building - ticke1:s will be issued. 

Jeffrey Porter, Coun1:y Clerk, is one of the beS1: informed and rrost helpful clerks to be 
found. His office is open daily bU1: the staff prefers tha1: researchers cane midweek (TWI'h) 
for the best service since Monday and Friday are always busy days. 

AFFIDAVIT OF HEIR FORM AND NEW RATES FOR VITAL RECORDS 

The staff is familiar with this form and has copies available for your use if you need 
them. The vital record indexes are open and there is no charge for looking at the record 
books if you are jUS1: copying the information. Uncertified copies are $.50 (fif1:y cen1:s) 
and the NEW RATES· for certified copies (as of 1 January 1987) are $8.00 for the first copy 
and $3.00 for a second copy of the same record. 

arum RECORDS 

Old city minutes and Board of Supervisor'S Minu1:es to 1857 are here but there is only 
a ske1:chy index 1:0 this microfilm record. The originals are a1: the State Archives in 
Lansing. All Circuit Court Records such as divorces, criminal cases, and civil suits 
over $10,000 are held here. These records are all open to the public. 

At one time Coun1:y Clerks were required to main1:ain professional registrations, such 
as doctors, dentists, beauticians, morticians, etc., for five years. However, now that 
there is a Department of Licensing in Lansing, rroS1: clerks no longer keep the records and 
Midland has none.

PROBATE COURI' 

BIRTI:! RECORDS are haused across the hall in the .office .of the Probate Court. Yau may 
inquire about a spec~fic birth if yau have proof .of death from the County Clerk .or the 
Affidavit .of Heir Farm. Yau will nat see anyane's record withaut proper autharizatian. 

Probate recards are available from 1856 through the current year. Indexes are 
alphabetical by year but are nat tatally alphabetical and are therefare nat .open ta the 
public. Yau must have a specific year in .order ta see the recard and a farm must be 
filled aut. The staff will search the record and pull it far yaur use. A ane-da.y turn­
around time is required. 

Some records are nat public, namely, juvenile, adopt ian , mental illness .or competency 
hearings. 

Public records include estates (testate and intestate). 
Guardianships .of minar children .or paternity acknawledgements may be .open ta the 

researci-:er- with the juq;e's pe~ssian. Only written requests may be made far this type 
.of record. 

Copies .of doc~nts are available at a cost which varies according ta the size .of the 
document.

All indexes are open. CoS"Cs of the record are $1.00 oer page statewide for coDvir.e:. 
GrantorIGrantee records e.v.:i.st for 1855-1.957. After that, a card syst6ll was used 1.957­
1984. Since 1.985 t.!::.e indexes have been canputeri...zeci. 

There are ve!:y feo:v plat maps in this .office. Since these were all provided by private 
c:anpanies and copyrighted, copies are not available unless printed in extremely old books. 

All the records in this office are beautifully maintained. Other holdings include 
rrortga.ges, sheriff's deeds, lie.r:s and levies, indebtedness records, early divorces, 
misce1l3.!leous files and land contracts. They also have the .original and the mic::-afiL'I1 
records for all the plots laid out in the subdivisions. The tract books far 1850-1855 
are laminated and bound but nat indexed. Sane are far GladWin, Saginaw, RosCO!lIlX)n and 
Midland Counties before the reorganizatian of counties. Bounty land records or patents 
are intenningled with regular deeds. Dick. Diment, Registrar, also showed me the original 
U.S. Government surveys and surveyors' nates for Midland County far 1855-1880. 

In all, Midland County is truly a genealagical treasure and well worth a stap on your 
next ancestor hunting excursian. .
